	Starter

10 mins
	Explain the task: to match each statement that is read out to the corresponding question on the board and choose the correct answer; A,B or C
	Pupils collect a card on entering the lesson as read it out when the teacher asks them to. The rest of the class decide which question it relates to on the smart board and choose the correct option: A,B or C
	A - 5 statements cut up onto card
B -  5 questions on smart board 
	

	20 minutes
	Explain the task: Pupils will work in groups of 3. Each student will have a role:
Person1- Questioner

Person 2 – person being interviewed

Person 3- Listens to the interview and completes the sentences based on what he/she has heard.
When each student has completed their task, they then swap and take on another role until hey have undertaken all 3 roles.

Take feedback from the class on the answers that they gave on the ‘pupil worksheet’

Now ask pupils to look through the transcript again and to identify any distracters that may have caused them to come to the wrong conclusion.

Ask for feedback.


	Pupils work in groups of 3 and allocate roles:
Person 1-  Asks the interview questions from the sheet

Person 2 is the person being interviewed and answers the questions using the sheet provided 

Person 3 – listens to the interview and chooses the correct option A,B or C to complete the sentences on his/her sheet.
Swap roles until each member of the group has undertaken each role

Pupils then have 3 minutes to discuss their answers on the pupil worksheet referring to the transcript if necessary.

Pupils look through the text and look for any distracters (words or sentences that try to catch them out)

minutes
	Explain the task: Divide the class into 2 groups. Group 1 receives the transcript of the first half of an interview with a scientist and group 2 is given the second half of the interview. The pupils must read the transcript, discuss the text and compile a list of 5 true or false statements based on the text for the other group to answer.

Obtain feedback from the whole class by asking pupils to answer the 5 exam style questions that are on the board. 
	Each group reads aloud their extract, taking it in turns so that everyone has a chance to read. They then discuss the meaning of the interview- what questions and being asked and what answers are given. Their next task is to come up with 5 true or false statements based in the text. 

The groups then swap their texts and questions they have made and the other group reads the text and answers the questions.

	Explain task: teacher reads out 8 facts about him/herself and pupils choose from option A,B or C and write their choice on their mini whiteboard. 
	Pupils listen carefully to the sentence and write what they think is the correct answer on their mini whiteboard
	K - 8 sentences (teacher can make up 8 of his/her own to relate to themselves)
