	Starter

10 mins
	Explain the task: To compare and contrast the 2 images on smart board using the phrases on the board to help them
	Pupils give as much information about the 2 photos as they can, discussing their ideas in groups of 2 or 3 first then sharing their ideas with the rest of the class.

	10 minutes
	1) Give each pair one image and ask them to look at the picture and answer the questions on the board in as much detail as they can. (1) Talk to me about the people, 2) talk to me about the place).
2) Pupils swap photos and discuss the other one. 

Take feedback and write ideas around the pictures on the board.

3) Show the next slide and ask the questions on the board, encouraging the pupils to now compare the 2 images (Which is the……)
	Pupils work in pairs and come up with as much information about the people in the images and the place then swap photos
Pupils consider the similarities and differences between the 2 photos.

	10 minutes
	Explain the task: pupils will work in 2 groups; each group is going to create a freeze-frame and a back ground to their frame that the other group will then describe in one minute. 
Now ask the pupils to think about the two pictures that they created and compare and contrast them.
	Pupils work in 2 groups. Each group creates a freeze frame based anywhere in the world e.g. at a party, in the office, on the beach… They need to consider the facial expressions of each person in the picture and draw a back ground sketch (quickly!) to show where the freeze-frame is set.
Each group performs their freeze-frame and the other group talks about what is going on for one minute.
	D- A2 paper – to draw the background to the freeze frame
	

	10 minutes
	Show pupils the 2 pictures from the starter activity and the list of questions relating to them. Go through the questions and ensure that pupils understand them.
Explain that after they have described and compared the 2 pictures in the exam, they will be asked question based on a topic related to those pictures.
	Pupils work in pairs and ask each other the questions related to the pictures on the board.
	
	

	10 minutes
	Pupils are going to practise Part 1: task 2 of the exam. One student will act as the examiner, whilst the other will be the candidate. When the 2 minutes is over they will swap roles.

	Pupils work in pairs, one person is the examiner, the other the candidate. The examiner asks the questions from sheet 1 and notes down what they think is good about the answers that the candidate gives, adhering to the time limit of 4 minutes. They then swap roles and use sheet 2.
