	Starter

10 minutes
	Give a set of sentence building cards to each pair of students.
Explain the task: to form as many extended sentences as they can using the word cards. They can use each word more than once and when they have a sentence; they need to write it onto a mini whiteboard.
	Pupils work in pairs to create as many extended sentences as they can in Chinese Mandarin using the sentence building cards.

	5 minutes
	Show pupils an example of an excellent answer at Intermediate level.
	Pupils work in pairs and identify the different elements of the sentence and make a list on their mini whiteboards. They then transfer the criteria onto paper to act as a checklist for when they write their own answers.

	10 minutes
	Read out the question on slide 2 of the Power point.
Divide pupils into groups of 4. Each group has to create the most impressive answer to the question and each person in the group must add a particular linguistic element e.g. verb, connective etc.
Ask a representative from each group to write their answer on the board and another member of the group to read it out. Decide which is the best answer.
	Pupils work in groups of 4. They read the question on the board then work together to create the best answer that they can. Each member of the group takes a card with the name of a part of a sentence on e.g. time phrase. It is that person’s responsibility to ensure that that element of a sentence is included in their answer.
Pupils feedback their answer to the rest of the class.

	10 minutes
	Show the 2 questions on the next slide and ask the pupils to prepare answers
	Pupils work in pairs to prepare answers for the questions on the board and practise these orally. They refer to their checklist that they created earlier in the lesson to remind them of what they need to include.

	15 minutes
	Show 3 questions on the next slide and ask pupils to identify which tense each question is written in.
Show pupils an example answer with verbs missing for each of the questions and ask them to insert the correct verb in the gaps.
	Pupils consider which tense is being used in each of the 3 questions.
Pupils examine the example answers and identify the correct verbs for each one.

Pupils work independently to write their own answers for each of the 3 questions.

	Plenary

10 minutes
	OXO on Powerpoint.
Divide the pupils into 2 teams.
	Pupils must answer the question to win the square for their team. Their answer must include a verb, a connective, a timephrase and an opinion.
