	Starter

15 mins
	Give each pupil a number as they arrive
Call out 2 numbers at random. The pupils with those numbers read out an interview that one of them did for homework (one person being the interviewer and one being the interviewee). They must try to use intonation and emotion in their voices when asking and answering questions. The rest of the class note down as much information as they have understood from the interview in English on their mini whiteboards

Take feedback from the group and award one point for each piece of information that each student gives. 

A small prize can be awarded to the pupils with the most points.

Repeat this activity with 2 more students reading out an interview that one of them has prepared.
	2 pupils are chosen at random to read out an interview that one of them did for homework (one person being the interviewer and one being the interviewee). The rest of the class note down as much information as they have understood from the interview in English on their mini whiteboards.
The ‘note takers’ feedback and receive one point for each piece of information that they give related to the interview.
