	Starter

10 mins
	Explain the task: to speak for as long as they can about the picture in front of them.
Time groups using the stop clock on the smart board and note down the structures that they use (e.g. ‘there is/are.’, ‘I can see’, ‘the man is..’). This will inform planning for part 3 of the Speaking exam (comparing pictures and discussing related issues).
	Pupils discuss the picture in their table in groups. Their aim is to talk for as long as they can about the picture in the Target language.
Pupils work collaboratively to present the picture that they have to the rest of the class in the TL. They must try to give as much information as they can and talk for as long as they can.
	A- Laminated pictures (one per group) on tables when pupils arrive.
B- Smart board document with pictures and a stop clock (slides 1-2)
	

	10 minutes
	Introduce the format of the Speaking test using the PowerPoint document.
Present the criteria for topics for the presentation element of the speaking exam referring to the smart board doc.
When the pupils have discussed which topics would fulfil the criteria given for the spoken presentation, ask for feedback and compare the pupil’s ideas with the list on slide 4 of the Smart Board doc. 
	Pupils listen to and read about the different elements of the speaking test.
Pupils ask any questions about the speaking exam.
Pupils work in pairs to compile with a list of topics for the speaking exam that will fulfil the criteria on the board. 

Pupils feedback to the rest of the class and compare their own ideas for topics to the list of topics on the board.

	20 minutes
	Explain the task: Each group will be given 3 presentations (one at a time). They will have 5 minutes to read through each one and annotate it. 
When pupils have finished examining the texts they must then decide which presentation is level 9, which is level 7 and which does not reach intermediate level (refer to the mark scheme on the Smart Board doc.)
	Pupils examine 3 example presentations for the speaking exam. They annotate the presentations using a green pen for which elements they think are good about each one and a red pen for the elements that they think are unsatisfactory.
	D- 3 example presentations (one at a grade 9, one at a level 7 and one below Intermediate level on word docs and smart board slides 5,6 and 7
E- Green and red pens

	10 minutes
	Explain the task: To compile of list of everything a grade 9 speaking presentation should include.
	Pupils work in pairs to compile a list of what they should include in their speaking presentations using the example presentations as stimuli. Each pupil should write the list as they will need this for their homework task.

	Plenary

10 mins
	Explain the task – to read the sentence on the board and decide it whether it comes from a text at grade 9, 7 or below.
Assess how well pupils have understood what constitutes a grade 7, 9 and below by checking their responses.
	Pupils read the sentences and decide whether they are at grade 9, 7 or below. They write their answer on a mini whiteboard.

	Homework
	To decide upon a topic for their speaking presentation.
To plan their presentation in English using the checklist they made today, making sure that they include all elements of a Grade 9 presentation.
