	Starter

10 mins
	Dictation. The teacher reads out a text on the Lama Temple twice.
Ask pupils what skills they used to be able to identify the missing words (e.g. read the text carefully first, predict the types of words that are missing, consider the general meaning of the text, listen out for the word before and after it…)
	Pupils listen to the text and fill in the gaps on their sheets.
Pupils consider the skills that they used to complete the text in front of them.
	A - Word doc – Text on the Lama Temple 
B - Word doc - Gap-fill text on the Lama Temple
	

	10 minutes
	Give pupils a text in the Hong Kong dragon boat festival with gaps in and ask the pupils to consider what type words could be inserted into he gaps for the text to make sense e.g. numbers, times, directions etc.

Read out a text on the Hong Kong dragon boat festival. 
Explain to the pupils that this is the type of task that they will do in part 3 of the listening exam.
	Pupils look at a text with gaps in and predict which words are missing from the text. They then come up with a list of possible missing words in Chinese Mandarin to listen out for when the teacher reads out the text.

Pupils listen out for key information and note it down on their sheets

	15 minutes
	Give pupils a set of cards which form the transcript to a listening text similar to part 4 of the listening exam.
Read out the transcript (there is a male and a female voice which you will need to make clear to help the pupils to differentiate between the two)

Points game: Read the conversation again, stopping as regular intervals.

Show pupils the table on the smart board and ask them to write as much info about Rosalie and David as they can based on what they said in the conversation

Show pupils the questions that go with that text and ask them to work in pairs to answer them
	Pupils listen to the text and re-order the cards.

Pupils listen and follow the conversation on their cards. When the teacher stops they say what word comes next in the conversation (for one point) and what opinion the person talking is putting forward in that sentence (for a bonus point)

Pupils read back through the conversation and draw a table in which they write as much information about Rosalie and David as they can using the transcript from the conversation to help them.

	Hand out and explain the practice questions

Read out the texts for parts 3 and 4.

10 mins
	Display the name cards ‘John’ and ‘Charlotte’ on opposite sides of the room.

Explain to pupils that you are going to read out a conversation between John and Charlotte about Christmas shopping. They will listen carefully to the conversation and decide whether the statements on the board refer to John, Charlotte or both
	Pupils listen to the conversation and decide whether the statements on the board refer to John, Charlotte or both. They show their decision by standing next to the correct name card or in the middle if they think that the statement refers to both.
