	Starter

10 mins
	Explain the task – to be able to listen for gist and identify what 5 things I did last weekend. 
When the pupils have identified the 5 pictures mentioned in the text they then come up with as many words / phrase as they can to describe the remaining pictures (looking for synonyms)
	Pupils listen to a dialogue and identify the 5 things that I did (there are four pictures that are mentioned but I didn’t do them so pupils must be careful of any red herrings!). 
Pupils describe the remaining 4 pictures in as many different was as possible

	10 minutes
	Explain what a synonym and show the examples on the board
Set the task: to complete the worksheet on synonyms.
	Pupils match up the synonyms on the sheet in part A then come up with as many synonyms as they for the words in part B.

C - Word doc. - Synonyms match up and grid
	

	15 minutes
	Show pupils the 6 sentences on the board. Their challenge is to turn the sentence from either positive to negative or negative to positive.
Blockbuster game – if the word is an adjective (In blue) then pupils say the opposite e.g. ‘good’ – ‘bad’ and for any other words they must give a synonym to win the hexagon.
	Pupils work in pairs to change the positive sentences negative and the negative sentences positive.
Pupils play Blockbusters in 2 teams – they must say the opposite of the word if it’s red and give a synonym if it’s blue.

	15 minutes
	Explain task: To attempt example questions of both part one and part two of the Intermediate listening paper.
Show the transcript for each question on the board and ask pupils to come to the board and highlight the key information from each section. Also discuss the red herrings which are there to try to trick them. 
	Pupils answer the sample questions from part one and two of the Intermediate listening test.
Pupils examine transcripts from Parts 1 and 2 on the smart board and identify the key information in each extract. They also consider which information is given to try to trick them.
