10 mins
	Explain the task: pupils work in pairs to come up with a list of their 5 top tips of how to be a good listener – what skills do you need to possess? 
Ask for feedback from the group the refer to the ‘5 top tips’ on the smart board. Compile ‘5 top tips of how to be a good listener’ using ideas from all students. Write these onto sugar paper and display in the classroom for future reference.


	Pupils compile a list of 5 things that they think you need to be able to do to become a good listener.

	Explain the carousel activities – pupils spend 8 minutes answering a sample question from the intermediate listening paper then move onto the next question.

	Plenary

10 mins
	Explain the task: on mini whiteboards pupils note down one aspect of the exam that they found easy on one side and one aspect that they found difficult on the other.
Ask pupils to explain why they found a specific part or question easy and to explain the skills and strategies that they used to help them.

Ask pupils to explain why they found a specific part or question difficult and ask others to suggest strategies that they could use to help them tackle that particular question.
	Pupils reflect on the sample paper that they completed today and identify what question type or skill they found difficult and what they found easy.
Pupils hold up the side with what hey found easy on first and are asked to explain why.

Pupils hold up the side showing what they found difficult and are asked to explain why. Other pupils who didn’t find that particular section difficult are asked to suggest strategies that they used to tackle that particular question type.
