	Starter

10 minutes
	Show pupils 6 sentences that could be used to answer questions from the Personal Information task.
Explain the task:

a) pupils to work individually for 2 minutes and try to learn as many of these phrases as they can.
Cover the phrases up on the board and take away any notes pupils may have made.

b) Pupils work in pairs and try to recall as much information that was on the board as possible
As pupils how much they remembered and what strategies they used.

	Pupils use language learning strategies to try to learn as many of them phrases on the board as they can.
Pupils then work in pairs to recall as much information that was on the board as possible.
Pupils discuss what they learnt and the processes that used to do this.

	5 minutes
	Show pupils the format of the Personal information element of the test.
	Pupils find out about what they will be required to do in the Personal Information element of the test and have the opportunity to ask any questions.
	B- Powerpoint – ‘Task 1 part 1 outline’
	

	15 minutes
	Explain task: to create a list of the all the things that pupils will need to know and be able to do (skills) to be successful in this element of the exam.
Show pupils the blank grid on Powerpoint 
Show the checklist on the next slide and compare the ideas on the board with those of the pupils.
	Pupils work in pairs to compile a list of skills that they will need and language that they will need to know to be successful in the Personal Information task.
Pupils share their ideas with the rest of the class and compare their checklist to the one on the board.

Pupils write their own personal checklist for the exam using their own notes and the checklist on the board to help them.

	15 minutes
	Explain the objective of this activity: pupils are able to identify and understand key question words and thus understand what is being asked.
Explain the task: 

a) pupils match up the question word in Chinese Mandarin to the question word in English.
b) pupils fill in the gaps in each question using the correct question word.
	Pupils work in pairs to match up question word cards in Chinese Mandarin to question word cards in English

Pupils consider which question word is needed to complete each question and write in the missing word.
	C- ‘Question words match up’ smart board doc.
D- ‘Question words gap fill’ smart board doc.


	

	Plenary

10 minutes
	Show a series of question words on powerpoint. Pupils undertake 3 different activities, each progressively more challenging than the previous one.


	1) When the Chinese Mandarin Question word appears (1-4) pupils call out (or write on mini whiteboards) the English.
2) When the English Question word appears (5-8) pupils call out the Chinese Mandarin.

3) When the Chinese Mandarin sentence appears pupils insert the appropriate question word.
