	Starter

10 mins
	Explain the task: To match the English to the Chinese Mandarin then group the words into 5 groups.
Circulate and check comprehension. 

Gradually show pupils headings for groups if they need support.
	Pupils match the cards in English to the cards in Chinese Mandarin.
Pupils decide how they can form 5 different groups using these cards. They can use the support on the board if they need to.

	10 mins
	Explain the task: To use some of the words in the match-up activity to fill in the gaps on the presentation.
	Pupils read the text aloud (as a class) and when they come to a gap, write the correct missing word or phrase, referring to the cards from the starter activity.
	C- Enlarged text with gaps.
	

	5 mins
	Ask the pupils to read aloud the phrases from the ‘Wow words’ sheet that will add interest and fluency to their speaking presentations. 

Listen to the pupils pronunciation and make a list of any errors on the board. When pupils have finished reading through the wow words, practise how to pronounce key sounds and words that were mispronounced by the pupils.
	Pupils read the phrases aloud and consider which structures they could use in their speaking presentations.
Pupils practise key sounds and words with the teacher.
	D- WOW Words card (laminated)
	

	10 minutes
	Explain the task: to re-order the cards to form a grade 9 standard presentation.
Look at the correct version of the presentation and write the headings that the pupils have given to each paragraph on the board.
	Pupils work in pairs to re-order the text.
Pupils give each paragraph a heading to help them to focus on what they themselves will need to include in each paragraph.
	E- Sets of cards of a cut up presentation

	10 minutes
	Allow pupils to develop their plans for their presentations that they did for homework, supporting them where necessary.
	Pupils develop the plan of their presentation that they created for homework.

	Language learning strategies – show pupils some ways of learning new language that they can use to revise for their speaking exam. 
	Pupils consider different language learning strategies and chose 2 to try out at home this week.
