	Starter

5 mins
	Revises greetings in Mandarin Chinese. Displays numbered questions e.g. 你叫什么名字？(What’s your name?) 你是哪国人？(Where do you live?) and a list of answers with letters.
	Students race to match the numbers and letters, then practice in pairs, giving their own answers.

	5 mins
	Reads aloud the whole dialogue twice (Dialogue A2). The first two sentences of the dialogue are part of the example.
	Students listen to the dialogue. They match the items on the list to the people in the grid by writing the correct letter, A-G, in the box (Worksheet A1). There is one extra letter they do not need to use. The task begins with an example.

	Plays audio file ‘My friend’.

	Teacher hands out the worksheet C1 to students and reads out the transcript on C2.

	Game: Teacher throws sandbag (or a small toy) to students and asks previously learnt questions e.g. 你叫什么名字？(What’s your name?) 你是哪国人? (Which country do you come from?)
	Students respond to questions and throw sandbag (or toy) back to teacher or other classmates.

	5 mins
	Teacher repeats the following three times as quickly as possible: 我 叫 ____(I’m called__)，你 叫 ___(You’re called…)， 她叫 __(She’s called..)，他叫 __(He’s called…) in order to revise pronouns in Chinese. He/she can add names as appropriate (e.g. Simpsons characters). The repetition makes the Chinese like a tongue twister. We have provided two other tongue twisters for the teacher to use at his/her discretion.


	Students repeat and time each other. The quickest and most accurate student wins and he/she can go through to a ‘grand final’ against the teacher.

	To increase motivation it is recommended to provide a prize such as Chinese sweets

	5 mins
	Teacher hands out the transcript to students and reads it out aloud (Reading File D)
Teacher reads aloud the transcript a second time. The file can of course be displayed on the IWB instead.
	Students repeat sentence by sentence

Students are now divided into two groups: the 

first group repeats the first line and the second    group repeats the second line etc.

	5 mins
	Teacher hands out five sentences in Chinese and six in English (Worksheet E).
	Students read the five sentences in Chinese and six in English. They match each sentence in Chinese with a sentence in English by writing the correct letter, A-G, in the box. There is one extra sentence which students do not need to use. Students must not use dictionaries. The task begins with one example.
