5 mins
	Act out illnesses.

Show the PPT slide of illness symptoms.  


	Watch your teacher’s acting and ask ‘what’s wrong with you?’ in Chinese. (PPT Slide 2)
Guess the illness symptoms.

Refer to the PPT slide 3 and guess again.

Look at the handout, repeat after the teacher sentence by sentence.
