	Present him/herself as a student.
	Listen and guess which school the teacher goes to. Match the pictures with his/her statements.

	10 mins
	Play either whispering game or passing a ball with music.
Whispering game: divide students into groups; teacher whispers one sentence to the first person of each group. Check each sentence with the class at the end.
Passing a ball with music: 
Play Audio File A “彩云追月” and pause the music from time to time.
Ask questions about which school they go to, which year they are in and what subject they study.
	The first person of each group whispers the sentence down the row. The last person needs to write out the sentence on the board. 
The group with the sentence closest to the teacher’s original sentence is the winner. Students can write in pinyin for this exercise.
Start to pass a ball around when the music is on. When the music stops, the person who has the ball needs to answer the teacher’s question.
