	Starter

5 mins
	Lead a snake game to revise numbers 1-12.
Ask: ‘What is the time?’ using ppt animations.
	Students play a snake game to revise numbers 1-12. Each student must say a number in sequence between one and 12. If students are in rows, the numbers ‘weave’ around the room like a snake. If a student pauses or says the wrong number, he/she is out of the game and has to sit down. Students go back to one after 12 and start from one each time there is a mistake. Play until only a handful of students remain.
Look at the clock and answer the time together.

	5 mins
	Ask or present the ‘real’ time, e.g. 2 o’clock.
Ask: ’What are you doing?’, expecting the answer for the real situation, e.g. having a Chinese lesson at 2.

Deduce the routine ’I do something at two every day.’
	Answer the questions.
Think how to talk about a routine.

	Group competition:

Divide students into group of three-four. 

Go over the slides and note down the points each group has won.
	Students raise hands to answer questions and win points for their group.
