Ask students to arrange them into three groups of favourites, likes, and dislikes according to their taste.

Ask for reports.

To increase the choices of the food, students can either use flash cards of drinks and food from the above, or make up their own ‘real favourite’ and ‘least favourite’ food.
	Working in pairs, use the questions shown on PPT (slide 7), do the pair work, asking questions about your partner’s eating likes and dislikes.

Be prepared to report back to the class.

	Speaking Grade 2 Task A

	10 mins
	Role Play: ordering food

Divide students into groups of three-four for a play.
Hand out the menu to each group (File H).

	Work in groups and be prepared to perform in front of the class.
Each group includes a chef, a couple and a waiter/waitress.
Choose a mood for the couple or the restaurant (angry/romantic etc.)

The couple discuss what they like and dislike about drink, food and fruit or desserts.

Waiter or waitress serves and ask them they want.

The chef produces the right flash cards showing the food ordered.

The rest of the class watches the performance and guesses the mood.
