	Starter

5 mins
	Teacher presents his/her clothes in colours, e.g. ‘I’m wearing a white shirt/blouse, black trousers/skirts, red scarf/tie etc.’ in Chinese. ‘I have a blue pen.’ ‘My pencil is orange.’ 

Go around the classroom, find colourful items or clothes students are wearing and ask what colours they are and whether they like them, e.g. ‘Do you like your pink shoes?’
Cover as many colours and clothes as possible.
	Listen and identify colours.
Look around the classroom, find colourful items or clothes and say what colours they are and whether you like them.
Answer the teacher’s questions.

Real colours and objects around the classroom.

	Review the colours on the PPT.

Ask what colour they like.
	Answer the teacher’s questions.

	5 mins
	Listening:

Hand out a tick (√, correct) and a cross (x, incorrect) flashcard to students (File A)
Click to show the item pictures on the PPT. 

Make a statement about each picture in Chinese. 
Distribute handouts to show the correct statements (File B).

	Look at each picture on the PPT
Listen to the teacher’s statement about the picture in Chinese. 
Hold up a tick if the statement is true, saying ‘dui’ (correct), otherwise, a cross ‘bu dui’ (incorrect).

Check your answers with the aid of File B

	10 mins
	Speaking:

Read the dialogue slowly and ask students to translate it into English.

Hand out texts of ‘Shopping’ (File C).
Group work: Speaking

Divide students into two groups, or boys and girls, acting as two people in the dialogue.

Read the dialogue slowly and clearly.

Ask students to repeat.

	Students translate the teachers’ readings into English.

Check the translations (File C).
Repeat after the teacher’s reading for the dialogues. 

After finishing, the two groups swap roles and repeat the readings again.
