	Learn to introduce  myself/
talk about self and identities 

Prayer: Talk about the role of  prayer in our life 

Festivals: The importance of festivals in our daily life 

Dress: To learn the need for the different types of  dress that people wear
Onam: To learn the cultural aspects of Kerala.  It is a very joyful event in any Keralite’s life .The significance of the Onam celebration. 


	All should be able to introduce themselves and say  their names, parents’ names, family name, where they live, their school, grandparents’ name, the places in India where they come from, the language they speak at home etc. (to be able to write a few sentences about oneself). 

All should be able to describe their prayer routine, e.g. in the morning, in the evening, before the meal, after the meal, before study. Pray in the church, in the Mosque, in the temple, in the school.
Some will be able to add a value judgment to this, e.g. prayer is too long, prayer is difficult.

All should know the different festivals: Christmas, Easter, Idd, Onnam, Dickens festival etc. Children will understand how they are celebrated in different parts of the world and how these festivals are  celebrated in our home and our society.
Some will be able to draw comparisons between the different festivals.
All should recognize the type of dress people wear according to the occasion, the type of climate, and the demand of the society they live in.  People wear pants, shirt, suit; in Kerala people wear Dhoti , Mundu, Saris. 
Some will be able to explain which clothes they prefer to wear.   

All will appreciate the joy that it gives to young and old. It is a harvest festival. It is celebrated in August/September. The rainy season is over; a very nice climate in Kerala; it is a joyful time, a time for relaxation of mind.  

Some will be able to state comparisons/similarities with festivals in England.


	Children will learn in Malayalam about 20 words (nouns and verbs)
The children will pick a number of words and phrases to describe their prayer routine. 

Learn to describe different festivals in Malayalam. 

The children will learn to write different types of clothing they wear. They will be able to describe them using adjectives and some will be able to state preferences.
Learn in Malayalam different games people play during the season. Eg.Kathakali, Thiruvathira, Pulikali, etc. 

	The child will feel proud of what they speak, where they come from, developing their own individuality, while learning how to converse in Malayalam. 
The children will discuss the role of prayer whether in England or in Kerala. Children will be able to explain why we pray. 
Children will understand the joy of the different festivals. Well decorated houses, streets, good food, going out with friends for films and other entertainments. 
Clothing is a necessity, not only a fashion. According to the climate, people wear clothes like Juba, Salwar, Chudithar etc. in hot countries. In colder climates people dress differently.   

It is a festival celebrated by every Malaya lee (irrespective of religion, caste, creed etc.).How is it celebrated in England by Malaya lees and why?  During this season what are the other celebrations in England?
	Show the slides of different places in the Medway towns, e.g. Chatham/Gillingham etc., where the children live, schools where they study. Set up a question and answer session about their own interests. Converse with them in Malayalam, always with English translation, so that they can follow the discussion and the key words. Use the blackboard to write their names on the board. Show the slides and get the places in Kerala where their relatives live. 
Show the pictures and slides of famous cathedrals, churches, Mosques, Gurudhawras, and temples in England and also in India. Listen to different prayer songs.
Festivals in England, festivals in Kerala, festivals in other parts of the world. Use play cards to make it interesting. Prepare a chart of festivals. 

Enquire from the children what they wear in summer and in winter. Show the pictures of people of India, Africa and explain types of dress they wear. The differences of clothing in hot and cold countries. Children will try to match the pictures with the country.
Play bingo to test whether children can recognize descriptions of different types of dress.

Preparing the Skit of Maveli, the class makes it very interesting.
Explain the myth behind the Onam.  
Onam songs will be shared with the children. 
Photos and slides of Vallam Kali will be shown.
	Ask each child to write about themselves in Malayalam. Wherever they find difficulty use English. Help them to make a family album.
Collect pictures of cathedrals, temples, churches etc. prepare a chart showing the 
different places of worship. 
Research different festivals, e.g. Onnam, Vihsu, Idd, Pongal, Shivratri, Holy, Christmas, Easter, 

Assignment: collect the pictures of the people of different countries and name the dress they wear. Do a collage for display.
