	Week 1
2 hours
	Learn to greet and say goodbye to a Chinese speaker and ask how they are

Learn to understand classroom phrases

Sit down, stand up, listen, read, look etc.
Recognise the characters – select which ones for week 1 (make sure they are linked to either greetings or to classroom vocabulary)

Writing characters for some pupils 
Cultural information – greetings gestures  
	Introduce greetings and ‘how are you?’ and response using puppets and flashcards

Practise greetings etc. with flashcard games – e.g. teacher or pupil says words, pupils hold up or point to the correct card, listen and put cards in order, true/false – stand up for yes, sit down for no etc.
Role play greetings etc. pretending to be different, possibly famous, people

Introduce classroom instructions using mime (e.g. sit down, stand up, listen, read, look etc.)

Play ‘Simon Says’ with classroom instruction mimes 

Introduce characters with images

Practise reading characters using matching exercise

Make posters or collages with characters and images


	All pupils will know how to greet each other and ask how they are, follow three to four simple classroom instructions and recognise two or three characters

Some pupils will be able to construct simple role play conversations with limited prompting, take a lead in giving and understanding classroom instructions and recognise and write four or five characters

	Week 2
2 hours
	Learn to count from one to ten

Read and write the No. 一二 三 八 十
Revise greetings and classroom instructions

Cultural information – numbers stories, poems or songs
	Introduce numbers 1-10 possibly with a numbers song, or flashcards with choral repetition, yes/no, either/or, and open questions

Flashcard games with numbers – true/false, sort the order etc.
Numbers and greetings activity (pupils have numbers badges on them). (E.g. ‘Hello number one, how are you?’ ‘Hello number three, I am fine’) or numbers and classroom instructions miming activity – ‘number one stand up’, ‘number four sit down’ etc.
Practise numbers with number cards – teacher or pupil calls out number – pupils hold up card, pupils stand in a row in number order according to cards they holdMake a children’s picture book with numbers – e.g. counting eggs in a nest
	All pupils will be able to say and understand numbers 1-10
Some pupils will be able to recognise the number characters
A few will be able to write the number characters

	Week 3
2 hours 
	Revise numbers 1-10 and classroom phrases from week 1

Introduce further classroom phrases – e.g. ‘May I open the window/take off my jumper/ blazer/go to the toilet/stand up’
‘Can I have a pen/pencil/ruler/ rubber/pencil sharpener’
Recognise the characters你 你好 你们 老师 再见
Learn cultural information on Chinese characters
	Introduce remaining classroom phrases with mimes and/or flashcards.  Revise already learned classroom phrases with mimes and/or flashcards.

Listening exercise combining numbers 1- 5 with classroom phrases (e.g. listen and match the number to the phrase or picture)

Games with character cards – e.g. put them in the order the teacher or a pupil calls out

Internet search for cultural information
	All pupils will be able to say and understand at least five of the new classroom phrases
Some pupils will be able to understand all ten of the new classroom phrases
A few will be able to say and understand all of the new classroom phrases and recognise the given characters

	Week 4 – 2 hours
	Learn to tell someone your name and ask their names

Copy writing of characters for your own name

Learn cultural information about Chinese names – including the names of famous giant pandas
	Teacher models question and answer about names using panda toys or puppets

Whole class practise question and answer routines with the teacher using panda toys or puppets

Role play in pairs – greetings and asking and telling names – pupils could pretend to be different famous people

Children make Chinese name badges – copying characters prepared by teacher and combining these with number badges for games (e.g. ‘number 3, what is your name?’ etc.)

Search on the internet or use parental/community information to find out about Chinese names

Make a class photo album or directory of people from the community and their names – use it to ask and answer – what is his/her name?
	All pupils will be able to say and understand greetings and give name
Some pupils will be able to ask for and give names as well as say and understand greetings  
A few will be able to do all of the above and give other people’s/animals’ names  
	Panda toys or puppets

	Week 5
2 hours
	Learn two colours in Chinese: black and white

Learn about the giant panda

Recognise the characters我 叫  什么

	Introduce the colours black and white using the panda toys or puppets or coloured cards or objects that are black or white – pupils point, hold up cards or objects when teacher says colours etc.
Listening exercise combining numbers and colours using drawing of panda with different parts of the body numbered – pupils colour according to teacher instructions (e.g. ‘number 2 (the ear) is black’)

Panda song or story. Internet search for information on the giant panda.
Match names and photos of famous giant pandas

Introduce new characters with cards

Matching game with new characters

Put the character cards in correct order according to teacher instructions

Make posters for the classroom with cut-out characters and pupil drawings or photographs


	All pupils will be able to say and understand he colours black and white and some parts of the body
Some pupils will be able to do the above and recognise the characters
A few will be able to do all of the above and understand and say all of the parts of the body.

	Week 6
2 hours
	Revision of greetings, names, numbers

Write the characters   六 七 人
Revisit recognition of characters covered so far


	Team games – numbers and other characters on board – one person from each team runs to the front to point to the word or number called out by teacher or pupil. Winner touches the character on the board first.

Noughts and crosses game with characters and numbers

Pupils produce a puppet show role playing greetings and asking about names

Make posters for the classroom with cut-out characters and pupil drawings or photographs


	All pupils will be able to say and understand some greetings and numbers
Some pupils will be able to say and understand most greetings and numbers
A few will be able to say and understand all greetings and numbers
