	Week 1
1 hour
	To know the gestures Polish people using when meeting.
To recognise some famous Poles.
To know some typical Polish names.
To greet someone and find out their name.
To give your name and the names of your friends.
To begin to be familiar with the Polish alphabet and pronunciation.
Present tense of the verb ‘to be called’, 1st, 2nd, 3rd singular.

	· Starter – students are given a list of greetings in various languages – can they match them to the country where they are spoken?

· Poster of famous Poles with names. Teacher drills ‘He/she is called…’, students repeat. Teacher draws attention to sound-spelling links.
· Teacher develops this into ‘I am called…’. Then asks students ‘What are you called?’ Students supported in giving full sentence answers.
· Teacher drills question with students, then pairs of students exchange information whilst class listens. 
· Discuss greetings customs in Poland and other countries – shaking hands, kissing on cheek, waving etc.
· Students work with cue cards to find out the (imagined) names of their classmates. They should note answers – use names on famous person poster for support with spelling.
· Modelled writing – teacher writes 1st and 3rd person sentences on board which students copy and adapt to their own cue card and notes. Teacher should point out sound-spelling links, letter strings and their sound, accents and how they change the sound etc.   

· Students issued with iPod Nanos (or sound files available over the internet) so that, as homework, they can listen to key words and phrases from each lesson each week.
· Plenary – students name famous Poles on poster, using full sentences where possible.
	· All students able to recognise some famous Poles and to give their name. Most students will recognise and name some famous Poles, will be able to give their name and find out the names of others and will write simple sentences with support.
· Some students will recognise and name some famous Poles, will be able to take part in simple conversations, giving their name and finding out the names of others and using appropriate gestures. They will write simple sentences independently, making use of sound-spelling links and their understanding of grammar.

	Week 2
1 hour
	To learn Polish numbers to 20.
	· Starter – oht/ppt with sentence snakes – find the English numbers.
· Teacher drills numbers 1-5, 1-10, 1-15, 1-20. Students repeat.
· Play games: say next number when I stop; I say odd, you say even; count forwards /backwards; guess the number (e.g. how many sisters have I got?); flash the flashcard; back-to-front O+X’s with flashcards; bingo (students write own numbers into grid on mini whiteboard – differentiation – or could work in groups with a caller and four players); write the number I say; simple mental arithmetic.
· Worksheet – match digit with written word – teacher give support where needed, and draws attention to sound-spelling links and letter strings; write out sums in words; word search (hidden words given in English/digits for more able).
· Plenary: connect 4 or O+X’s oht.
	· All students can count to ten.
· Most students can count to 20 and can recognise some written forms of the numbers to 20.
· Some students can count to 20 and will ask how to carry on counting. They will recognise the numbers in their written form and will be able to spell numbers accurately.

	Week 3

1 hour
	To say how old you are and to find out the age of others.
Verb ‘to be’ (with age), present tense, 1st, 2nd, 3rd person singular.
	· Starter: revision of numbers to 20 e.g. oht with number and correct/wrong word – students find correct matches.
· Introduce 3rd person sentences, using names used in earlier lesson.
· Drill sentences with students

· Teacher introduces question and answer from oht/ppt and drills with students, substituting alternative answers.
· Teacher then asks question and throws soft toy to student who must give answer (with flashcards to prompt answers).
· Students then question each other, throwing toy to ‘partner’.
· Students then have cue cards and work in pairs to find out the name and age of their partner(s). They should note answers.
· Teacher then models writing simple 1st and 3rd person sentences which students copy and adapt to write about themselves and those they interviewed. Teacher should draw attention to verb changes and to sound-spelling links.
· Plenary: play ‘slapper’ with numbers to 20 – prize for winning team.
	· All students can give simple response when asked how old they are but may need support with asking the question and understanding the response. They will copy and adapt sentences about age with some support.
· Most students can ask how old someone is and will understand the answer given. They will adapt sentences about age and will make few errors.
· Some students will write confidently and independently about their age and the age of others, and will make few errors when manipulating language.

	Week 4

1 hour
	To find out where Polish communities exist in the world and some of the reasons why they are there.
To say what nationality someone is.
To use the verb ‘to be’, 1st, 2nd, 3rd  person singular. 
To begin to understand the rules for agreement of adjectives.
	· Starter- map of the world: how many countries can students name?

· Teacher points out countries where there are large Polish-speaking communities and talks to students about reasons why. Simple information can be found here: www.axistranslations.com/language-resources/polish-language.html 
· Teach and drill nationalities for countries which have large Polish communities – use flags as prompts.
· Teacher then takes flag card out of bag and says ‘I am… What nationality are you?’ Student picks card and gives answer. Teacher says ‘He/she is…’ – focus on agreement of adjectives
· Student picks card and says ‘I am…’, teacher asks ‘What nationality is he/she?’ another student says ‘He/she is…’

· Chain game: 1st student says ‘I am… What nationality are you?’ Second student says ‘He/she is…. I am…. What nationality are you?’ Continue until chain is broken.
· Reading worksheet: draw line from nationality to flag; compare picture and sentence and decide whether true or false; read sentence and link to correct picture (n.b. agreement of adjectives).
· Plenary: double O+X’s – students have to pick a symbol from each of two grids and make a full sentence to win that square in each grid.
	· All students recognise Poland on a map and can name one or two other countries where Polish communities live.
· Most students will know some reasons for the migration of Polish communities. They can name the nationalities of the people in those countries and can ask and answer questions about nationality.
· Some students will also be able to name the countries where there are large Polish communities in Polish and will report back orally on the nationalities of themselves and others, using correct genders.

	Week 5

1 hour
	To review learning so far and to begin work on a presentation about yourself and your family.
Use of ICT skills.
	· Starter – pairs of students are given sets of cards with words on (names, numbers, nationalities) and have to sort cards in to groups – students should also work out what the groups are

· Using oht or ppt, teacher revises work covered so far – name, numbers to 20, age, nationality.
· Students watch a Polish cartoon 

· Teacher then introduces storyboard software and shows students how to create their own storyboard.
· They use Apple Macs (iComic, Animate!) to produce a Polish storyboard, comic or animation Teacher and Polish speaking students facilitate this activity with the students

· Homework: students should add to their storyboard as they cover additional topics in future lessons – to be presented to class in final lesson.
	· All students will be able to sort cards, some with support from their partner.
· Most will be able to recall the questions they have learnt and will be able to give 1st person answers.
· Some will also give 3rd person responses.
· All students will begin their storyboard but some will need support with the language and/or the technicalities.

	Week 6

1 hour
	To know something about a famous Pole. 

To name members of the 
family (mum, dad, brother, sister, grandmother, grandfather, aunt, uncle).
Possessive pronoun – my: masculine and feminine singular.

	· Starter: revise he/she is called… using (new) poster of famous Poles.
· Teacher discusses life of famous Pole (name, age, date of birth, job etc.) using very simple Polish and lots of visuals (pictures, gesture) to support language used.
· Teacher then shows simplified family tree of famous Pole and uses this to introduce relationships. Teacher should emphasise gender differences when using ‘my’.
· Drill new vocabulary with students and practise sentence ‘my brother is called…’ etc.
· Reading worksheet: students have copy of family tree with simple sentences in Polish (e.g. ‘my brother is called Wasyl’). They have to work out and write down the English for the words in italics.
· Students then have a second worksheet with the family tree of a different Pole and this time they have to write in the missing family words.
· Finally, students draw their own family tree and write five or six sentences in Polish.
· Homework: students research three famous Polish people and create PowerPoint presentation in English to be shared with classmates next week (with some simple Polish – name, age, family) for more able.
	· All students will recognise the famous Pole and will know some facts about his life. They will be able to name family relationships.
· Most students will recognise family relationships when reading and will be able to work out who’s who from a family tree, but less able students will need support reading the diagram.
· Some students will also be able to name their own relatives and their relationship and will write sentences accurately.
	· Poster of famous Poles
· Visuals to present life of famous Pole (possibly on ppt)

	Week 7

1 hour
	To know some information about famous Poles.
To present your research to your classmates.
To use some of the Polish you have learnt in your presentations.
	· Students present their research to the rest of the class in English, with some simple Polish phrases.
· This could be followed by a quick quiz – teacher will need to note questions during the presentations.
· Students could feedback on: what information they found the most interesting/surprising /unusual. They could also vote for the best presentation (artistic/content/delivery/accuracy of Polish etc.)
	· Assessment will be done by peers but teacher will decide on criteria beforehand and will provide students with pre-printed ‘mark sheet’.
· Students will be expected to justify the marks they give – teacher will need to do some initial input on the sort of language they will use/focussing on the positives etc.
	· Computer and screen
· Peer assessment forms for students to ‘mark’ presentations against teacher’s criteria
· Rewards for best presentations (and runner-up prizes for other)

	Week 8
1 hour
	To say how many brothers and sisters you have.
To find out how many brothers and sisters others have.
The verb ‘to have’ present tense 1st, 2nd, 3rd person singular, 3rd person plural.

	· Sentence snakes – students have to pick out the relations words.
· Revise words for brother and sister and use flashcards to drill ‘I have…. brothers and …. sisters’.
· Teacher asks students the question: ‘Do you have any brothers and sisters?’ and uses flashcards to prompt answers.
· Drill question and then students practise asking others in the class – use soft toy to give ‘speaking permission’.
· Students then survey classmates and note how many siblings they have
· Teachers shows a sample graph and models how to write sentences, drawing attention to sound-spelling links, letter strings, plurals of nouns and to difference between ‘has’ and ‘have’.
· Students produce graphs to show how many people have 0/1/2/3 brothers/sisters and write a few sentences about those graphs.
· Plenary: students report back on how many brothers and sisters their classmates have. They should also explain why and how the verb ‘to have’ changes form.
· Homework: add details about your family to your storyboard (relatives’ names, how many brothers and sisters).
	· All students will be able to say how many brothers and sisters they have.
· Most students will take part in a survey, asking how many brothers and sisters others have and understanding their answers. Less able students may need support with the question and will give only short answers. Most will write about their results but will need some help with the grammar.
· Some students may include additional questions, e.g. about name or age, and will write up their results accurately and independently with few errors.

	Week 9

1 hour
	To learn hair and eye colours.
To ask and answer questions about the hair and eye colour. of your brothers and sisters

To revise the verb ‘to have’ present tense singular

To understand written sentences about hair and eye colour
	· Starter – display list of colours in English and Polish and play ‘who dares wins’*.
· Display pictures of famous people from popular culture, including Poles, and drill ‘red hair’, ‘black hair’ etc. for each picture.
· Then drill ‘he/she has…hair’.
· Then ‘he/she is called…and he/she has … hair’. 

· Ask students ‘What colour hair does… have?’ students give short or full sentence answers.
· Do the same for eye colour.
· Extend to ‘Do you have any brothers or sisters?’ ‘What colour hair/eyes does your brother/sister have?’ Students should be supported in giving full sentence answers where necessary.
· Teacher should discuss rules for agreement of adjectives.
· Worksheet: match English and Polish colours; T/F: does the sentence match the picture?; colour in hair and eyes according to given sentence; read the sentence, fill in the missing colour word. More able students should write full sentences about their own brothers and sisters or other family members.
· Plenary: hair and eye colour Connect 4.
	· All students will be able to name hair and eye colours and give simple answers to questions about their brothers’ and sisters’ appearance.
· Most students will be able to ask the question confidently and will be able to understand sentences about appearance.
· Some students will use previous learning to also give their own hair and eye colour. They will write sentences accurately.

	Week 10

1 hour
	To learn some personality adjectives.
To describe other people’s personality.
Revision of the verb ‘to be’ 3rd person singular.

	· Starter: display colour words in Polish, some written in the wrong colour ink. Students have to say which colours are written in the correct colour ink.
· Display list of masculine adjectives in English and Polish and play ‘who dares wins’.
· Drill pronunciation of adjectives – teacher should draw attention to sound-spelling links, letter strings, accents etc.
· Discuss how to make adjectives feminine – regular rules and any irregulars. Practise – teacher gives a name and an adjective in English, students must give correct gender adjective in Polish.
· Using PowerPoint, display pictures of famous people with ‘In my opinion (David Beckham) is (sporty)’ – adjectives should be in masculine and feminine form. Students choose correct adjective and show on mini whiteboard

· Using PowerPoint, display picture with four possible adjectives and sentence ‘In my opinion (David Beckham) is ...’ Students choose one of the adjectives and show on whiteboard. If five or more students match teacher’s (silly) adjective, class wins a point. If teacher, teacher wins point. First to five is winner.
· Five minutes spelling practise – students have grid with list of adjectives and use ‘look, cover, write, check’ technique to begin to learn spellings.
· Simple worksheet: teacher provides list of sentences giving names of famous people. Students have to write in a suitable adjective, with correct gender. More able students should be encouraged to write some sentences of their own.
· Plenary: teacher asks question ‘What is …. like?’ using famous people or members of class. Students will give the answer ‘He/she is…’ 

· Homework: add final information to your storyboard in readiness for presentation to parents.
	· All students will know at least six adjectives and will be able to spell them accurately .
· Most students will know eight or more adjectives, will spell them accurately and will use them to describe others in simple sentences with some gender errors.
· Some students will know ten or more adjectives, will be able to spell them and will apply rules for agreements accurately. They will describe others in more complex sentences, e.g. including physical and personal descriptions.
	· Starter oht/poster of colour words
· List of adjectives in English and Polish

	Week 11

1 hour
	To consolidate all learning in the unit.
To have a conversation seeking and giving information about self and family.
To write a short report about your family.

	· Display lists of four Polish words and students have to find the odd one out and say why – there may be more than one answer for the same list.
· Display conversation in symbols and revise questions and answers. (What are you called? What is your nationality? How old are you? Do you have any brothers and sisters? What is your brother/sister like?). Drill questions with students, then practise answers, students substituting alternative answers to those show in symbols.
· When students are confident, they work with cue cards and have a conversation with their partner. They should note their partner’s answers. 
· Teacher models writing short paragraph on the board, one in the 1st and one in the 3rd person. Students should copy and adapt to fit details on their cue card or from their notes. Teacher should draw attention to spelling links and grammatical points which have been covered in the unit.
· Plenary: play Blockbusters to revise and consolidate all learning – blank grids can be found on the internet. 

· Homework: finalise storyboard and presentation for next week’s lesson (one-two minutes per student).
	· All students will be able to produce short oral sentences giving personal information about themselves.
· Most students will also be able to ask questions about personal information using visual cues and will understand the answers of others. They will write 1st and 3rd person reports with some support (NC Level 3/4 speaking and writing).
· Some students will engage in conversations with others, giving and seeking personal information. They will write accurately and independently, making few errors and may seek to extend what they write (NC L4 speaking and writing).

	Week 12
	To present your learning to your parents.
To celebrate your learning to date and to think about future learning.
	· Celebration of learning so far. Parents invited to the school and students present their storyboards to the group.
· Teacher discusses learning and achievements of students and certificates are presented.
· Information given about Asset qualification and students invited given opportunity to take this qualification if they so choose.
· Party with traditional Polish food.
	· Presentations are assessed using NC criteria for Modern Languages. 

· All participate in celebration.
· Some students will go on to continue studies and undertake Asset assessment.
	· Computer + screen + students’ storyboards

· Information about possibilities for continuing learning

· Certificates
· Food for party – possibly supplied by families of students so that it is authentic


*Who dares wins?: display list of colours in English and Polish. Students have four minutes to learn as many as they can. Remove list and tell students to write 1-10 in their books. Ask questions about the vocabulary. (What was the first/last English/Polish word on the list? What is the Polish/English for…? What word was the third after ….? How do you spell? etc.) Students put up their hand if they know the answer or put a cross in their book. When you choose a student to answer, everyone with their hand up at that point wins a point. BUT, anyone who gives the wrong answer or ‘mis-bluffs’ and puts their hand up but doesn’t know the answer loses all the points they have accumulated so far and another student gets the chance to answer and win points for the class.
